• Referrals come from county adult protection staff for clients 18 years of age and older.
• Qualified clients can receive services to reduce/mitigate their risk of maltreatment & 

neglect.
• The average expenditure per person to date is $1,200, maximum is $2,500/person.
• Utilizes American Rescue Funds which have been extended through September 2025.
• In the Dancing Sky Region:

o 60 referals from April 8th - December 1st
o Over $45,000 in funds expended to directly support clients and caregivers.
o Services provided include transportation, relocation, meals, legal services, 

home environment improvements, health promotion, emergency housing 
and client supplies.
